Marie se narodila 1. fijna 1877 v Ceské lipé Davidu a Emilii Altschulovym. Méla dvé sestry a t¥i bratry.
O Irmé, Else, Josefovi a Brunovi nic nevime, Arthur Zil ve Vidni, v dubnu 1942 byl deportovan do Lublinu,
neprezil. Rudolf se narodil 7. fijna 1869 v Praze Josefu a Rose Grabovym. Détstvi proZzil v hlavnim mésté, mél
Sest bratr( a jednu sestru. Oskar a Theodor zemfreli jesté v détstvi, Alois v ¢ervnu 1944 v Budapesti, Arthur
byl deportovan do terezinského rodinného tabora v kvétnu 1944, zahynul. Arnost byl zavrazdén v zari 1942
v estonském Raasiku. Jen Emilovi se podafilo prezit, odesel do lzraele a zemfrel v Jaffé u Tel Avivu v roce 1954.
Jeho potomci dnes Ziji v USA.

Marie a Rudolf se vzali 25. prosince 1900 v Plzni. Bydleli nejprve v Kollarové, pozdéji ve Vankové ulici.
Méli tfi déti — Otto se narodil v roce 1901. Po okupaci Ceskoslovenska se mu podafilo uprchnout do Francie
a pozdéji do Velké Britanie, jako ¢len RAF se podilel na boji proti nacismu, zemfel v roce 1967 v Usti nad
Labem, jeho potomoci Ziji v Némecku. Rosa se narodila o rok pozdéji, ale v roce 1911 zemfela. Nejmladsi Felix
se narodil v roce 1915, byl nadany pianista a novinat. | on se pfidal k londynské Ceskoslovenské armadé a
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bojoval proti nacistim, po valce se dostal do USA, Zil v Kalifornii, jeho potomci Ziji v USA dodnes.

Ottovi a Felixovi rodice netusili, jaky osud je pfichystan jejich synlim, doufdme, ze nachazeli silu v nadéji.
Z Plzné do Terezina odjeli transportem R 18. ledna 1942, téhoZ roku na podzim byli 19. fijna spolu
s Rudolfovou sestrou Bertou deportovani do Treblinky a tam zavrazdéni.

Marie was born on October 1, 1877, in Ceska Lipa to David and Emilie Altschul. She had two sisters and three
brothers. We know nothing about Irma, Elsa, Josef, or Bruno. Arthur lived in Vienna; in April 1942 he was
deported to Lublin and did not survive.

Rudolf was born on October 7, 1869, in Prague to Josef and Rosa Grab. He spent his childhood in the capital
and had six brothers and one sister. Oskar and Theodor died in childhood, Alois died in June 1944 in
Budapest, Arthur was deported to the Terezin family camp in May 1944 and perished. Arnost was murdered
in September 1942 in Raasiku, Estonia. Only Emil survived—he emigrated to Israel and died in Jaffa near Tel
Aviv in 1954. His descendants live in the USA today.

Marie and Rudolf were married on December 25, 1900, in Plzen. They first lived on Kollarova Street, later on
Vankova Street. They had three children—Otto was born in 1901. After the occupation of Czechoslovakia,
he managed to escape to France and later to Great Britain; as a member of the RAF, he participated in the
fight against Nazism. He died in 1967 in Usti nad Labem, and his descendants live in Germany. Rosa was born
a year later, but died in 1911. The youngest, Felix, was born in 1915; he was a talented pianist and journalist.



He also joined the Czechoslovak army in London and fought against the Nazis. After the war he emigrated to
the USA, lived in California, and his descendants still live in the USA today.

Marie and Rudolf could not have known what fate awaited their sons—we hope they found strength in hope.
On January 18, 1942, they were deported from Plzeri to Terezin on transport R. That same year, in autumn,
on October 19, they were deported together with Rudolf’s sister Berta to Treblinka, where they were
murdered.
