IZIDOR A FRANTISKA FREUNDOVI

Izidor (Arnost) Freund se narodil 5. Ginora 1873 v Holy3ové Leopoldovi a Katefiné Freundovym
jako druhorozeny syn. Celkem mél tfi sourozence, dva bratry, oba zemreli v prvnim roce Zivota, a
sestru Klaru Freundovou. Ve 26 letech se ozenil s o dva roky mladsi FrantiSkou Bergerovou. Vzali se
24. ¢ervence 1899 v Plzni.

Frantiska Freundova, za svobodna Bergerova, se narodila 22. Ginora 1875 v New Yorku. Byla
jedno ze ¢tyr déti rodi¢i Johany a Filipa Bergerovych. Stejné jako Izidor méla tfi sourozence, dvé
sestry a bratra. Bratr idajné zemfrel jiZz v roce 1937 v Jizni Americe a sestra Hedvika zemrela pfi druhé
svétové valce v ghettu Izbica.

Manzelé spolecné bydleli v HolySové v domé s deviti bytovymi jednotkami, ktery patfil
Izidorovi. Nékteré zdroje uvadéji, ze spole¢né méli syna, dité se mélo jmenovat Haine Freund, cozZ by
mohla byt zdrobnélina jména Heinrich, ale o jeho osudu ndm neni nic znamo.

V Fijnu roku 1938 se Freundovi v dlisledku nacistického zaboru ¢eskoslovenského pohranici a
tedy i HolySova prestéhovali do pronajmu do Plzné na adresu Palackého nameésti 10. Do Terezina z
Plzné jeli 17. ledna 1942 s Cisly 679 a 680. 15. fijna téhoz roku byli pod cisly 104 a 105 deportovani do
Treblinky a tam zavrazdéni.

Izidor (Ernst) Freund was born on 5 February 1873 in Holysov to Leopold and Katerina Freund as their
second-born son. He had three siblings in total: two brothers, both of whom died during their first
year of life, and a sister, Klara Freund. At the age of twenty-six, he married Frantiska Berger, who was
two years younger than he was. They were married on 24 July 1899 in Plzen.

Frantiska Freund (née Berger) was born on 22 February 1875 in New York. She was one of four
children born to Johana and Filip Berger. Like Izidor, she had three siblings—two sisters and a
brother. The brother reportedly died in South America as early as 1937, while her sister Hedvika died
during the Second World War in the Izbica Ghetto.



The couple lived together in HolySov in a building containing nine residential units, which was owned
by Izidor. Some sources state that they had a son named Haine Freund, possibly a diminutive form of
the name Heinrich, but nothing is known about his later fate. In October 1938, following the Nazi
annexation of the Czechoslovak border regions, including HolySov, the Freunds moved to a rented
apartment in Plzen at 10 Palackého Square (Palackého namésti 10).

On 17 January 1942, they were deported from Plzen to Theresienstadt, where they were registered
under transport numbers 679 and 680. On 15 October of the same year, they were deported to
Treblinka under transport numbers 104 and 105, where they were murdered.
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
