LEOPOLD STEININGER A JEHO SESTRA MARTA

-—Dr. Kurt Steininger Elsin manzel Ernst

Hermina a Moritz Steiningerovi méli dvanact déti.

Filip Steininger narozeny 24. Gnora 1869 pracoval jako zubaf. Za manzelku si vzal Herminu Fantesovou, se
kterou mél dva syny. Mladsi Ernst Frank Steininger emigroval do USA. Starsi Dr. Kurt Steininger se snazil emigrovat,
bohuzel bez Gspéchu, zemrel v roce 1944 v Osvétimi. Filip zemrel v Tereziné 18. prosince 1942, manzelka Hermina
v Osvétimi 6. zafi 1943. Pavlina Gelberova roz. Steiningerova se narodila 24. nora 1873. S manzelem méla dceru
Bertu, ktera si vzala Ing. Artura Polldka a spolecné zahynuli v Osvétimi v roce 1944. Klara Léwy roz. Steiningerova,
narozena 18. nebo 19. prosince 1876 méla tri déti, jeji manzel zemrel v Tereziné, jejich dcera Elsa Herrmannova
zemrela v roce 1942 v tabore Trawniki. O osudech dalsich se nAm nepovedly najit spolehlivé informace: Ignatz (24.
fijna 1855), Sophie (11. dubna 1858), Anna (30. ¢ervence 1860), Emilie (18. kvétna 1862), Wilhelm (24. bfezna 1864),
Max (8. ¢ervna 1867), Rudolf (7. prosince 1870).

Jako druhorozeny ze viech déti Steiningerovych se 16. zari 1856 v KynSperku nad Ohf¥i narodil Leopold. OzZenil se 12.
kvétna roku 1887 s Berthou Lowiovou, ktera se narodila 29. dubna 1867. Manzelé spolu méli pét déti, vSechny se
narodily v Chebu: Karla (25. ledna 1888), Ottu (26. dubna 1889), Pavla (26. srpna 1891), Roberta (8. fijna 1992) a
nejmladsi Olgu (13. srpna 1894). Leopold jiz pred 2. sv. valkou ovdovél. V roce 1940 bydlel v Plzni v domé na adrese
U Svépomoci 21, odhlasil se den pred transportem do Terezina. Byl deportovan 22. ledna 1942 do Terezina
transportem S jako ¢islo 458.

Nem(Zeme s urcitosti Fici, kdy se Marta se svym dvojcetem Klarou Steiningerovou narodily. Nékteré zdroje
uvadéji, ze 18. prosince 1876 a nékteré az 19. prosince téhoz roku, vsechny se ale shoduji na misté, Chebu. Sestry
prisly na svét jako nejmladsi ze vsech sourozenc( Steiningerovych. O Martiné Zivoté nemame od jejiho narozeni az
do roku 1938 Zadné zminky. Po zaboru pohranici ji bylo udéleno povoleni k pobytu v Kaznéjové v okresu Kralovice.
16. prosince 1938 zazadala o povoleni k pobytu v Plzni, pficemz prohlasila, Ze je ji 62 let a jiZ nebude provozovat
Zadné zaméstnani a jeji o jeji zaopatreni se postara jeji pribuzny Dr. Ing. Artur Pollak, feditel Dolovych a
pramyslovych zavodu v Kaznéjove, aby ,nebyla pritézi spolecnosti“. Doktor Pollak manzZel Martiny netere i se svou
Zenou zahynuli v Osvétimi v roce 1944.

Byla svobodna a bezdétn a pred nastupem do transportu bydlela v Kramarovych sadech (dnes sady Pétatricatnikd),
19. Stejné jako jeji bratr Leopold byla deportovana transportem S 22. ledna 1942 do Terezina jako ¢islo 238.

Marta i Leopold byli 15., a 19. fijna 1942 deportovani do Treblinky a tam zavrazdéni

Hermina and Moritz Steininger had twelve children.

Filip Steininger, born on 24 February 1869, worked as a dentist. He married Hermina Fantes, with whom he had two
sons. The younger son, Ernst Frank Steininger, emigrated to the United States. The elder son, Dr. Kurt Steininger,
attempted to emigrate but was unsuccessful; he died in Auschwitz in 1944. Filip died in Theresienstadt on 18
December 1942, and his wife Hermina died in Auschwitz on 6 September 1943. Paulina Gelber (née Steininger) was
born on 24 February 1873. She and her husband had a daughter, Berta, who married Ing. Artur Pollak. Both perished
in Auschwitz in 1944.



Klara Léwy (née Steininger), born on either 18 or 19 December 1876, had three children. Her husband died in
Theresienstadt, while their daughter Elsa Herrmann died in the Trawniki camp in 1942. We have not been able to
find reliable information about the later lives of the following siblings: Ignatz (24 October 1855), Sophie (11 April
1858), Anna (30 July 1860), Emilie (18 May 1862), Wilhelm (24 March 1864), Max (8 June 1867), and Rudolf (7
December 1870).

As the second-born of the Steininger children, Leopold Steininger was born in Kynsperk nad Ohfi on 16 September
1856. On 12 May 1887, he married Bertha Loéwi, who had been born on 29 April 1867. The couple had five children,
all born in Cheb: Karl (25 January 1888), Otto (26 April 1889), Paul (26 August 1891), Robert (8 October 1892), and
the youngest, Olga (13 August 1894). Leopold had been widowed before the outbreak of the Second World War. In
1940, he lived in Plzen at 21 U Svépomoci Street. He deregistered his residence one day before his deportation to
Theresienstadt. On 22 January 1942, he was deported to Theresienstadt on Transport S, where he was listed under
transport number 458.

We cannot state with certainty when Marta Steininger and her twin sister Klara Steininger were born. Some sources
give the date as 18 December 1876, while others state 19 December of the same year. All sources, however, agree
that they were born in Cheb. The sisters were the youngest of all the Steininger siblings. We have found no records
concerning Marta's life from her birth until 1938. Following the annexation of the border regions, she was granted
permission to reside in Kaznéjov, in the Kralovice District. On 16 December 1938, she applied for permission to
reside in Plzen, declaring that she was 62 years old and would no longer engage in any occupation. She stated that
her support would be provided by her relative, Dr. Ing. Artur Pollak, director of the Mining and Industrial Works in
Kaznéjov, so that she would “not become a burden on society.” Dr. Pollak, the husband of Marta's niece, and his wife
were both killed in Auschwitz in 1944.

Marta was unmarried and childless. Before her deportation, she lived at 19 Kraméarovy sady (today Sady
Pétatricatnikd) in Plzen. Like her brother Leopold, she was deported to Theresienstadt on Transport S on 22 January
1942, where she was listed under transport number 238.

Marta and Leopold were subsequently deported to Treblinka on 15 and 19 October 1942 respectively, where they
were murdered.
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
