EMIL KUH

Emil se narodil Johané a Ludvikovi Kuhovym 24. fijna roku 1873 v Libochovicich na Roudnicku. Chodil na
redlku a na obchodni $kolu, néjakou dobu bydlel v Praze. OZenil se s Johannou Wallenfelsovou, méli dvé déti,
Irenu (1902) a FrantiSka (1904), obé se narodily v Pfibrami, odkud pochdazela jejich matka. Manzelstvi se
rozpadlo a byl to mozna dramaticky pribéh, protoze uz rok po Frantiskovi roku 1905 porodila Johanna svému
novému manzelovi ing. Aloisi ESkovi syna Jenika. Dcera Irena se pozdéji vdala za Karla Kladrubského do
Hodonina, jinak o jejim osudu, ani o osudu Emilova syna FrantiSka nevime nic. Emil se znovu oZenil v roce
1912, vzal si Martu Kohnovou z Karlovych Varu. Zacal v Plzni podnikat, dafilo se mu a na vrcholu své kariéry
ve trficatych letech bydlel ve vile na Karlovarské tfidé a vlastnil spolu s manzelkou dalsi velky dim
v Prokopové ulici, v némz méla sidlo i jeho tovarna. Vyrabél ddmskou konfekci, ve firmé zaméstndval Sedesat
lidi, nejen krej¢i a stfihace, ale tfeba i manekynky. A taky si koupil paradni osobni Skodu 430 a také dodavku
Skoda 104. Emil byl nejspi$ v nékterych vécech trochu lehkovazny —zapomnél nahldasit Zivnost a platil pokutu,
ztratil aktovku s dokumenty, kterou nasel a Uradim odevzdal poctivy skoldk z Kaznéjova, zanedbaval uklizeni
snéhu z chodniku a musel platit bolestné jisté Marii Zoubkové, ktera na chodniku pred jeho domem uklouzla
a roztfistila si kost v zapésti. A také mél idajné ,,zlého a kousavého” vi¢aka, ktery byl sice podle Emila ,povahy
mirné“, ale presto byl proSetfovan policii, protoze hned dvakrat nejen pokousal kolemjdouci Zeny, ale také
jim potrhal kabaty. DalSi uredni popotahovani uz souviselo s pfichodem nacistd — v roce 1940 musel prodat
svUj vUz, protoZe Zidé nesméli vlastnit auto, musel se prestéhovat do nuznéjsiho bytu na Nepomucké ulici.
Emil Kuh byl odvezen transportem R dne 18. ledna 1942 z PIzné do Terezina a poté 19. fijna 1942 transportem
Bw do vyhlazovaciho tabora v Treblince, kde byl zavrazdén.

Emil was born to Johanna and Ludvik Kuh on October 24, 1873, in Libochovice in the Roudnice region. He
attended a technical school and a business academy and lived in Prague for some time. He married Johanna
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Wallenfels, and they had two children: Irena (1902) and FrantiSek (1904), both born in Pfibram, their
mother’s hometown. The marriage ended, possibly in dramatic circumstances, as Johanna had another son,
Jenik, with her new husband, engineer Alois ESek, just a year after FrantiSek, in 1905.

Her daughter Irena later married Karel Kladrubsky and moved to Hodonin, but we know nothing more about
her fate or that of Emil's son FrantiSek. Emil remarried in 1912, to Marta Kohnova from Karlovy Vary. He
started a business in Plzen, which thrived. At the peak of his career in the 1930s, he lived in a villa in
Karlovarska Street and, together with his wife, owned another large house in Prokopova Street, where his
factory was located. He produced women's ready-to-wear clothing and employed 60 people in his firm,
including tailors, cutters, and even mannequins. Emil also owned a luxury Skoda 430 passenger car and a
Skoda 104 delivery van.

However, Emil might have been somewhat careless in certain matters. He forgot to register his business,
resulting in a fine, lost a briefcase with documents (which was found and returned to the authorities by an
honest schoolboy from Kaznéjov), and neglected to clear snow from the sidewalk. This led to him paying
damages to a woman named Marie Zoubkova, who slipped outside his house and fractured a wrist bone. He
was also said to have an "ill-tempered and aggressive" German shepherd, which Emil described as "gentle
by nature." Nevertheless, the dog was investigated by the police after it not only bit two women passing by
but also tore their coats.

Later, Emil’s troubles became more serious with the arrival of the Nazis. In 1940, he was forced to sell his
car, as Jews were no longer allowed to own vehicles, and he had to move to a poorer apartment in
Nepomucka Street. Emil Kuh was deported on Transport R from Plzen to Terezin on January 18, 1942, and
later on October 19, 1942, on Transport Bw to the extermination camp in Treblinka, where he was murdered.
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
